Champions of Prayer

They were humble, they were polite, they came with a reverent fear of 
the Lord, but they asked boldly.  
 
We must come to the place where we are the same, bold in prayer. Not brash, but bold. Abraham 
and Moses were bold because they knew the fear of the Lord and this was strength to them. They 
had confidence in God.  
 

In the fear of the Lord there is strong confidence, 
And His children will have a place of refuge. 

Proverbs 14:26 (NKJV) 
 
Fear of the Lord brings great benefit to the man or woman of prayer; with this holy fear come 
perfection, holiness, obedience, and grace.  
 

Therefore, having these promises, beloved, 
let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, 

perfecting holiness in the fear of God.

Ephes. 3:12 (NKJV) 

 
Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, 

by a new and living way which He consecrated for us, 
through the veil, that is, His flesh, 



 
and having a High Priest over the house of God, 

let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, 
having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.
